Safety Corner
Dear RMFM Model Aviators,
as | announced in the last NEWS LETTER my idea is to write a
bit about different safety issues on the field of model aviation.
It doesn’t require a stringent structure or sequence, but let’s run
through it by picking a letter from the alphabet. What about
starting with the letter “A”?
OK, hmmm...”A”...what about alcohol and other drugs?
Well — that’s not a RMFM problem. That’s at least my impres-
sion. And I am pretty certain, that I am right. Let’s keep it that
way!
Do you think it might never be a problem in model aviation? If
you think so you are wrong!
Let me tell you a short true story:
| had been a member in a German Model Aviation Club for
more than 12 years. For a long period of that time | was the
Safety Officer just like being in the same position at the RMFM
now.
The club had more than 200 members but approximately 20
were out for flying on a regular basis.
On weekends we usually started the flying business in the early
afternoon. For alcohol consumption matters it is a difference
whether you start flying in the morning (as the RMFM does
most times) or in the afternoon. In the morning alcohol con-
sumption is less likely. Know what | mean?
On a beautiful summer day (guess it was in 2004) one of our
members (let’s call him Hans George), being rather prosperous
and basically not a bad pilot, showed up with a sophisticated
model for aerobatics; a entire composite construction; not built
by himself, but bought, ready to fly! Wingspan about 8 feet and
a 100 ccm gas engine, 2 cylinders. A beautiful thing and proba-
bly quite expensive.
Let’s be honest — after years you know your active club mem-
bers. You know who is a good safe pilot and you know those
guys who crash quite often (for different reasons). You also
experience their behavior style when hanging out not flying.
Hans George never spent a day at the field not drinking beer,
German beer!
That specific day he made a good flight and landed safely.
Time for a drink! After the consumption of 2 bottles (German
beer!) he took of for his second flight. Did you realize that | did
not mention him refueling his model? Right — because he for-
got. I need not even continue because you might guess what’s
next. During a low level aerobatic maneuver the engine flamed
out. There was no chance for recovery and the model crashed.
The damage was beyond repair.
I can not prove that the consumption of alcohol was a causal
factor but it is more than likely. He was distracted and simply
forgot to refuel.

Lessons learned: alcohol and flying don’t mix! Even a hang over
from the last night’s party is a reason, not to fly. Your capacities
are degraded, reaction time is slow and situational awareness is
degreased.

I always hated seeing guys drinking on the field; not only because
in the eyes of spectators (and we had a few each weekend) it de-
teriorates the club’s reputation in the public. It might also lead to
crashes as | described. Another point to consider is that as a
model pilot you are the pilot in command! That simply means
that you are fully responsible for what you do and for all conse-
quences out of that. In the light of this consideration there is no
difference between a 747 pilot and a model pilot. You need not
sit inside a cockpit to be responsible. You participate in aviation
because a model aircraft is an aircraft — that’s sufficient! There
are model pilots out at the field not being aware of this fact!

After the above event I tried to change the “rules of engagement”
for our air field during the next officers meeting. My idea was to
add a paragraph that tells that alcohol consumption is prohibited
as long as you operate your model out there. | was successful and
the para. got added eventually. Did it change some people behav-
ior? 1 hope but I wouldn’t bet on it. In the safety business quite
often something needs to happen, before people wake up.

Let me pick up what | said already: alcohol and drug consump-
tion is not a RMFM problem — let’s keep it that way!

February Fun Fly

For the February fun fly we had another great day for flying. A
slight breeze from the south, and a clear beautiful day. We had a
visitor from the south west corner of Mt. Vernon, Missouri, Bill
Allen. He came to Albuquerque to visit family. As an electric
flyer he brought three very nice electric planes to the field. It was
a pleasure having Bill join us in our fun fly.

For the fun fly I decided to keep it simple. How many loops can
you do in 90 seconds, a precision landing, and then a climb and
glide for time. Norm Elliot showed his stuff by doing 31 loops,
just beating Jim Swart who did 30 loops.

The precision landing was to see how close you could get to a
line across the runway, but not landing before it. Like full-size
planes landing at an airport; how close can you set down to the
line marking the beginning of the runway, but never before it.
Our visitor Bill Allen showed his flying skill by coming in first at
2ft 10in. Norm came in second at 12ft 5in.

For the climb & glide the flyers had 30 seconds from the time
their plane started rolling to climb as high as they could to the
end of the 30 seconds. They then shut their engines off and
glided back to earth, stretching the flight time to the longest time
that they could muster. Norm skunked everyone with a flight
time of 3 minutes and 10 seconds, 44 seconds longer than Jim
Swart’s second place time of 2minutes 26 seconds.

Norm put in a morning of terrific flying that earned him first
place. Congratulations Norm. Every one did a great job as the
high scores show.

As | was working on the new ship, having lost my Excelleron due to a broken elevator cable, the
phone rang.

- tion. He doesn’t have a computer radio, and wants to know how to make those corrections you
showed us the last time we were at the field. Can you help?”

“Hmmm. We’ve solved a lot of problems. Can you be more specific?”

“Sure. Kiis is flying a low-wing ARF of some kind, and when he does the knife edge, like you had
us do last time, he says his plane pulls to the canopy, but doesn’t roll out of the knife edge, and since
he doesn’t have a computer radio, like I said before...”

“Hey, slow down, Jed! Now I understand. When Kris puts his airplane into a knife edge maneuver,
the airplane holds the knife edge (it doesn’t try to roll out of it), but it pitches towards the top. Is this

right?”

And since he doesn’t have a computer radio, he wants to know if he can correct the problem some other
way, short of a new airplane.”

“I think so—at least, here are a few suggestions he can try. What he needs is down elevator. But the problem is how to obtain this
without using elevator trim. Have him trim the trailing edge of the wing down, or reflex the ailerons down a little bit. This will in-
crease the pitching moment of the wing, thereby inducing ‘down’ elevator. Of course, he’ll have to re-trim the airplane for hands-off
level flight, inverted flight...”

“You’re welcome. Let me know how it works. ‘Bye.”

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“Tips and Tricks”

The size of the vacuum tubing used for Combing is 5/32. You can pick up this material at your local auto parts store. What’s nice
about the whole thing is auto parts stores sell the tubing by the foot. It’s nice to purchase just the amount you need, or buy a little
extra for the next project coming up. Make one slice down the vacuum tubing with your hobby knife and use thin C/A to secure it in
place and your done. This material has a high heat rating so it works great around the cowl area and exhaust exits. The vacuum tub-
ing is a long lasting tough material that will stay looking good for years. | have noticed fuel does not seem to break down the tubing.
My Dragon Lady has had the same material on for six years and it looks great. Try some on your next project. I think you will be
happy you did.
