Any Old Bikes Lying Around? A good thing to use 

for pushrods are bicycle spokes. You can find old 

used wheels for next to nothing and take out the 

spokes. They are threaded and come in different 

sizes. 
 

Instant Gap Filler 

To fill small gaps, instead of filling with the usual put-

ties and waiting for them to dry, place some medium 

CA in the gap. Then place a small amount of baking 

soda on and watch it set before your eyes. It is the 

strongest fill I have come across and is instant.

Sandbag Weights 

Fill plastic Ziploc bags of various sizes approximate-
ly ¾ full of fine sand and seal each well. Use these 
to hold down large parts of your airplane, such as 
wings, while building. The sand conforms to the 
shape of the parts. The bags also work well when 
gluing sheeting.

Cutting Corners 

For a better fitting joint when using triangle stock, 

sand a little off the 90° corner to provide clearance 

for any glue fillet that may exist. 
 

Weight Lifter 

An excellent way to add ballast to the front of your 

model is to straighten the tab of your old tire weights, 

then bolt them to the underside of your engine 

mount. This puts the weight well forward where itôs 

needed and where it can be clipped away with 

shears to adjust the balance point of the model. Do 

not bolt ballast to the cowls. More often then not, the 

little cowl mounting screws will be torn out by the 

vibration. Your friendly tire man will probably give 

you some old weights.

    Meeting called to 
order 7:10. 17 members 
present, and 2 guests 
signed the member sign 
in sheet.. But only 13 
members signed in. 
Overall we had a good 
showing. 

    First on the agenda: Show and Tell. Pat brought 
the only model, a Cessna 180, not finished but 
covering was done and all the control surfaces. As 
usual a neat model.. 
    Next on the agenda was a demonstration of 
control linkages, (by Richard Lindberg). First he went 
over the different types of control rods to use if you 
just did a single rod system. Noting that a ny-rod 
system can flex quite a bit if not supported, 
especially when it gets warm. His main topic was a 
demonstration of a pull-pull system so you are in a 
pulling status on both directions which is ideal for 
pattern planes and all larger planes. He also handed 
out info on the Ackerman theory, which explained 
how this worked in theory. 
    Treasurer's report was given by Eric. Total in the 
bank, was $986.00 the raffle plane expense is at 
$587.00. Total amount of dues collected at this time 
is $1794.00 . The money budgeted for the monthly 
meeting raffle is at or below budget. The report as 
read was moved and passed. 
    Secretary's report was sent out in the newsletter 
for all to read, moved and passed as read. 
    Raffle tickets were passed out at the meeting. 
Each member is asked to sell $35. in tickets. We will 
mail out the same amount to the members not 
present at the meeting. This is a big money raising 
project, so we all need to jump in and sell or place 
as many tickets as possible before the October 
meet.

The Contest Scene

   This month I used an 
old concept for leveling 
the playing field- 
handicapping.  The 
required task was to 
takeoff, perform one stall 
turn, two rolls and three 

loops and then to land and taxi back across the 
finish line.  This time was established as the raw 
time to perform the task and a 20 second penalty for 
not being able to taxi back across the finish line. The 
final, corrected time was based on a handicapping 

sheet filled out by each contestant.   
 

1. Subtact 5 seconds for non-electric powered aircraft, 

2. Subtract 2 seconds for low wing aircraft 

3. subtract 5 seconds if pilot is 70+ and another 5 

seconds if pilot is 80+ 

4. Subtract 2 seconds if plane is 10+ years old 

5. Subtract 5 seconds if it has been less than 18 months 

since your first solo flight 

6. Subtract the number of glowplugs in your flightbox 

(limit of 3) 

7. Add 3 seconds if you filed for an extension on your 

income tax 

8. Add 3 seconds if  black is part of the color scheme on 

your aircraft(film or paint)

I expect to see 
Theron challenging for the top spots before the end 
of the year. Jim Swart showed up for the first time 

this year and took first place with some fine flying.
